· Contact Social Security for information on benefits under that system and 
your Medicare eligibility.

Estimate Request form and send it to CalPERS.
· Complete your Service Retirement Election Application and inform Human 
Resources/Lily Guerrero, ext. 5215 of date and option elected.
· Include copy of Marriage Certificate or Beneficiary’s Birth Certificate with 
Retirement Application.

· Have Application notarized (CalPERS staff can do this if you deliver in 
person or the credit union if you have an account).

· Be sure you keep a copy of all forms and supporting documents for your 
records and future reference.  Apply timely as delays could result in a delay 
of your first payment.

· If you are interested in appointing someone to act on your behalf to conduct 
retirement business with CalPERS, complete a CalPERS Power of Attorney 
form.

· Check with either the ICMA-RC or Nationwide representative regarding how 
to apply for any deferred compensation funds you may have.
· Check with Payroll/timekeeper regarding payoff at termination (leave 
accruals) as applicable.

· Schedule an appointment with Lily Guerrero, Employee Benefits (ext. 
5215) at least 45 days prior to retirement regarding:

· Continuing health insurance in retirement 
· Retiree Medical Subsidy eligibility and amount

· Supplement to retirement eligibility and processing
